	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?
In this field experience, I planned, designed, and implemented a standards-based WebQuest. This WebQuest focused on Paul Revere and his impact on America. From this experience, I learned about elements and principles of web design as well as ways to integrated multimedia features into a variety of lessons. I also learned about universal design principles, and how to make resources that are accessible to a diverse population of users. It provided me with the opportunity to learn about these principles and resources in a real-world context, designing a WebQuest. This learning experience prepared me to facilitate more student-focused learning experiences using technology resources. 


	2. How did this learning relate to the knowledge (what must you know), skills (what must you be able to do) and dispositions (attitudes, beliefs, enthusiasm) required of a technology facilitator or technology leader? The WebQuest project has been my first graduate school learning experience that truly integrated knowledge, skills, and disposition into one project. This project required knowledge of design principles and elements, universal design ideas, multimedia resources, web design, etc. Without question, the design and planning of an effective WebQuest cannot occur without strong knowledge of the elements. Once the knowledge and understanding of components is attained, the technical skills must be utilized.  To design a meaningful WebQuest, you must know how to do it. For this project, I had to know how to take the ideas that I generated and turn them into a WebQuest. I had to know how to build the WebQuest, assign functions and links to the content, and integrate multimedia resources into the site. Another vital component of this learning experience was the knowledge that I was creating a resource that could directly benefit my (and other) students. Technology leaders must have an enthusiasm for learning and change, and a belief that technology can drastically enhance student learning. While it can be challenging and stressful, knowing that it would benefit my students made it easy to keep a positive attitude about this project. Working on this WebQuest definitely showed me that knowledge, skills, and enthusiasm are vital components of being a technology leader. 


	3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed?
This field experience allowed me to integrate a meaningful and rigorous WebQuest into the Social Studies curriculum. For the selected students that completed this task, it was a powerful learning experience. Not only did it increase student motivation, the students maintained high levels of engagement through the entire learning process. Their content knowledge of Paul Revere, as a historical American figure was indeed increased. I believe this WebQuest directly contributed to student learning and knowledge building. This impact can be assessed by comparing participating student scores to students that did not complete the WebQuest. While this would be a lengthy process, and many factors would be considered, it would provide valuable insight into the effectiveness of this field experience.
