	1. Briefly describe the practicum experience. What did you learn about K-12 online learning from completing this practicum experience?   
After gaining access to the course, I spent time reviewing how the course was set up and how the content was organized. I watched the instructors introductory video and Prezi, and I reviewed the course syllabus to get a better understanding of the content being taught in the course. From this experience, I learned how the instructor of an online course begins to develop relationships with the students and sets the culture of the class. I also learned how the complex logistics of an advanced math class are communicated to students with clarity.

	1. Briefly describe the practicum experience. What did you learn about K-12 online learning from completing this practicum experience?   
For this field experience, I reviewed the assignments required for this online math course as well as the submitted (and graded) assignments that were accessible. I spent time reviewing the instructor’s assessment techniques and instruments as well as the feedback provided to students. I learned that timely and meaningful feedback is essential. Because each element of this course builds upon previous learning, it is vital that students master each element before moving forward. Because of the assessment techniques utilized, the instructor was able to go back and determine which students needed additional support in order to master previously covered concepts.  
 2. How did this learning relate to the knowledge (what must you know), skills (what must you be able to do) and dispositions (attitudes, beliefs, enthusiasm) required of an online teacher? Through this experience, I gained a stronger understanding of assessment techniques that can be utlizied in an online course to authentically assess student learning. I also saw how the teacher assessed student work. She provided feedback that far exceeded a numeric grade. She provided explicit and detailed information about strengths, weaknesses, and concepts that need further attention. I saw the necessity of having a strong knowledge base of assessment in an online learning environment as well as the need for the skills to implement and apply that knowledge to assess student learning. Through the feedback provided, as well as through the assignments, the teacher’s positive disposition was evident. When students received their feedback, they proceeded with further positive instructor communication, because of the way it was presented. Disposition is highly evident through qualitative feedback and it can significantly impact student reception of information. I saw how she explained things and offered suggestions in a non-threatening, helpful way, which is what I hope to do in my online course. 
3. Describe how this practicum experience impacted your development as an online teacher and your ability to provide high-quality online instruction in your current context. How can the impact be assessed? 
This practicum, while not entirely relevant to the online course I am developing, has allowed me to see the practical application of all the information learned this semester. Through this field experience, I saw how assessment was used to evaluate student knowledge and learning. I also saw how the assessments were used to make future instructional decisions (especially for the synchronous sessions). 	1. Briefly describe the practicum experience. What did you learn about K-12 online learning from completing this practicum experience?   
During this field experience, I watched the course’s previously recorded synchronous sessions using Adobe Connect. Because I had reviewed the assignment expectations and submissions, I was able to observe how the instructor used the assessment results to make instructional decisions. I learned that assessing student learning in a timely manner, the instructor of an online course can maximize the effectiveness of synchronous instruction. I also learned about how the instructor uses synchronous instruction time to communicate information (blend of teaching, modeling, guided practice, and independent practice). 
 2. How did this learning relate to the knowledge (what must you know), skills (what must you be able to do) and dispositions (attitudes, beliefs, enthusiasm) required of an online teacher? To effectively teach an online course, one must have a strong knowledge of the content. From observing the synchronous session, the instructor’s knowledge was quite evident. She made many real life connections and explained concepts in multiple ways. She also had the ability to break complex information down into smaller elements. This is a vital component of teaching, but is especially important in an online setting. After reviewing these sessions, I have a much stronger understanding of how actual teaching occurs in an online setting. The synchronous sessions also provided a strong sense of the instructor’s excitement and enthusiasm about the topic. She found relevant ways to share her appreciation of the material and it was evident that students also appreciated it. This experience provided a strong sense of how knowledge, skills, and disposition impact learning in a synchronous online learning environment. 
3. Describe how this practicum experience impacted your development as an online teacher and your ability to provide high-quality online instruction in your current context. How can the impact be assessed? 
This experience highlighted the importance of purposeful use of time and resources in an online learning environment. I got to see how a teacher manages a limited amount of teacher-directed instructional time while still communicating significant amounts of information. I also saw how the teacher truly used assessment to drive instruction. In my online course, I intend to make effective use of assessments and apply the results through instructional decisions. The impact of this would be measured by student achievement. In essence, student achievement would be impacted (positively) by the instructor’s use of synchronous instruction as well as the use of data in making instructional decisions.
